(Work with a partner)
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She graphed the grades of students who did their homework and grades of students who did not do their homework. 
Stephanie wondered why she didn’t get an 80% on her science test.

Stephanie tested this by telling half of her classmates not to do homework, and the other half to complete the homework for the next unit. 

Stephanie wrote down how she would conduct the experiment of the class. 
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Stephanie concluded that students who did their homework scored an 80% or above on their science tests! 
Ms. McGonegle suggested that students who do homework do much better on their science tests.  Stephanie also asked her classmates why they got the grades they did. 
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Stephanie predicted that the students who did their homework were the same students who scored an 80% or higher on their science tests.

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He made a graph of his data. 
He wrote out what materials he would need.  He decided on several different kind 
of liquids. He wrote down step-by-step instrcutions to follow. 
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Mr. Santiago went online to see why flies might be drawn to fruits like 
apples. 

He guessed that it might be that his apple was covered in a pesticide that attracted the flies. 

Mr. Santiago noticed his apple was drawing flies and wondered why.
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He tested apples covered with different liquids and collected data.

Mr. Santiago concluded from his graph that lemon juice prevented flies from 
landing on his apple.
